Welcome back to school!  I hope you had a fun-filled half term holiday.  Did you see any 

fireworks?  Now it is time to look forward to a busy and exciting half-term leading up to Christmas.  

As discussed during our parent consultations the girls will receive a target this term for numeracy, reading and writing.  These targets will be stuck into the back of their reading record book for your information.

Literacy

This month we will continue our hard work in developing our reading skills.  During guided reading sessions I will be encouraging the girls to retell the story in their own words and discuss key events.   It is important that your daughter begins to develop a bank of high frequency words so please keep practising recognising and reading words such as, and, the, we, a.  We will complete our learning of the set 2 Jolly Phonic sounds and will begin to learn set 3.  The girls will have opportunities to listen carefully and identify the beginning and final sounds in words and develop their skills of blending simple words.  

Numeracy

This month, we will begin to use the language of more or less when comparing two numbers and will learn to combine 2 or 3 groups in the process of addition.  In our practical work we will reinforce our learning about 3D shapes and patterns.  The girls will have opportunities to create more complex patterns using a variety of resources.

World Around Us

This month we begin our new topic ‘It’s an emergency!’  and we will focus on the people who help us in an emergency situation.  The girls will have opportunities to differentiate between emergency and non-emergency scenarios when help is required.  Some members from the emergency services will visit Prep. 1 and the girls will have the opportunity to ask important questions.

We will begin our role play area with a hospital scene.  If you have any props/costumes at home which you think would benefit our role play area then please name them and send them into school.  These additions are greatly appreciated!
