	Numeracy
	Place Value-
Read and write whole numbers in figures and words up to millions.

Know the value of each digit in a number.

Recognise number sequences. Counting from any number in steps.

Develop calculator skills and use a calculator effectively. 

Multiplication and Division-

Learn and know by heart all the multiplication facts up to 12 times 12.

Multiply and divide by 10, 100, 1000

Multiply a number by multiples of tens i.e. by 10, 20, 30

Use closely related facts to multiply (i.e. multiply by 19 or 21 by multiplying by 20 and adjusting)

Recognise and use the relationship between multiplication and division. 

Choose appropriate number operations to solve problems and calculate using mental or written methods. 

Fractions-

Recognise fractions of a shape.

Compare and order fractions

Introduce improper and mixed number fractions

Simplify fractions

Revise decimal fractions to one decimal place. Learn to round to the nearest whole number.

Nouns: common and proper, collective, plurals, alphabetical order.

Adjectives: comparative and superlative. Verbs: present and past tense. Punctuation: use of the apostrophe to abbreviate. Antonyms and the use of prefixes to make words opposite in meaning. Use of a dictionary and thesaurus.
