Dear Girls and Parents, 
It is hard to believe that our year together in Pre-School is almost over! This month we will be looking at the topic of ‘Summer’ and ‘Transition for Prep 1’. Our role-play area will be changing into a yummy ice-cream shop. If you have anything that you feel may add to our ice-cream shop, we would greatly appreciate this. School caps for sunny weather are available from school for £3 each.

	World Around Us
We will be learning about Summer as a season and the different changes that Summer brings. We will also be thinking about the different places that we will be visiting on our Summer holidays and locating these on a map. We will also discuss the traditions, food, weather and culture in some of these locations.
	Personal and Social Development
We will be looking at daily routines in Prep 1 in order to prepare for the new school year. We will also be thinking about how we can keep safe in the sun e.g. wearing a sun hat, putting sun cream on, wearing sunglasses and staying in the shade at the hottest part of the day.

	Early Mathematical Experiences
We will be continuing to think of number formation and will be tracing over numbers and becoming more familiar with number names. We will also be developing our mathematical language when playing.

	The Arts
During this topic we will be making arts and crafts to decorate our ice cream shop. We will also be doing some Summer art. In music we will be learning songs for our celebration assembly which we will be performing at the end of June.
	Physical Development and Movement
Each Friday we will be continuing to join together with Prep 1 and Prep 2 to have shared outdoor play sessions. We will also be practising our three races for Sports Day. These will include a running race, jumping race and a spider race if you would like to practice at home.

	Language and Literacy Development
Through talking and listening we will be talking about Summer and the move into Prep 1. We will also enjoy listening to songs and stories about Summer. In writing we will continue to trace over our names and numbers. In reading we will continue reading Oxford Reading Tree big books, becoming more familiar with the characters and how to re-tell a story by looking at the pictures. Throughout June we will also have a sound table where we will ask children to bring in objects beginning with a specific sound.
