	Numeracy

· Our Numeracy work will focus on angles. We will be consolidating our understating of different types of angles.

· Using our knowledge of shape, we will be calculating missing angles.
· Based on our knowledge of angles we will be making sensible estimates about angle sizes. 
· In our open ended Maths investigations we will be developing effective methods for problem solving.
· Our Maths homework will reflect our learning in class.

· Our World Around Us topic is The Titanic.
· We will be finding out about the building of the Titanic, the passengers who travelled on the ship and investigating the reasons why she sank.

· We will be working as a class to piece together the information as a combined project. This will involve working in groups, conducting research and presenting to the rest of the class. 

· On Wednesday 18th January we will be visiting the Titanic Quarter for a walking tour of the dry dock and pump house. 
· On Wednesday 25th January we will be visiting the ‘Titanica’ exhibition at the Ulster Folk and Transport Museum.
