Intimate / Personal Care- referencing Standard 1
1.
Rationale:

Victoria College Day Care is committed to promoting high quality education by employing and supporting staff who will work with a high degree of commitment and professionalism in a healthy and safe environment.  The purpose of this policy and accompanying procedures is to establish a clear framework for managing intimate / personal care within our Day Care Setting.
2.
Definition:

This policy applies to all staff, teachers, leaders and assistants employed by Victoria College Day Care.  The policy covers the management of intimate / personal care within our Day Care setting.
3.
Aims and Objectives:

1.
To ensure that all children within the Day Care setting are encouraged to be independent when managing their personal care.
2.
To assist children with intimate / personal care in a respectful and dignified manner when the need arises.
3.     It is expected that pupils in the Pre-School classroom will be independent in toileting; however, if an accident occurs during the school day the objective is to inform parents and carers that their child has been assisted with their intimate / personal care and any measures taken e.g. change of clothes was provided. If a child is consistently having toileting accidents parents will be contacted to develop an action plan alongside the classroom teacher.  
4.
Procedures:

Victoria College Day Care endeavours to provide a safe and well supervised environment for every child. All parents and carers will be asked to complete a form of consent to permit Victoria College Day Care staff to assist their child with their intimate / personal care (see appendix). Staff are never alone with a child when toileting as it is Day Care policy to take a minimum of two children at all times.
5.
Review and Evaluation:

The policy will be reviewed at least once a year by the Board of Governors.  The policy will be kept under review by senior members of staff who will keep Governors informed of any difficulties that may arise.
